Skills Day Technical Inspection Checklist

April, 2007
1. When you arrive at the track, sign the waiver.

2.  Park your car and remove all loose items.

3. Check in with Jana and get your name badge.

4. Get your loaner helmet if you reserved one.

5. Move your car to the staging area.  Park in the staging lane indicated on your badge.

6. Release the trunk lid and hood.  Leave your helmet(s) on the passenger seat.  Leave your car unlocked.
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	What you need to do or check and what the inspectors will check

	Helmet
	When you park your car in the staging area, place your helmet in passenger seat.  Inspectors will look for Snell certification sticker.
	

	No loose items
	Remove all loose items from your vehicles before you park your car in the staging areas.  Remove driver’s side floormat.  Check under seats.
	

	Seat belts
	Seat belts must function properly.  No abrasions on the belt or other visible damage.  All belts securely fastened.  Driver and passenger belts should be equivalent.
	

	Gas pedal
	Gas pedal should operate freely.  No binding or sticking.   
	

	Brake pedal firm and steady
	Should be able to depress brake pedal encountering linear resistance and adequate firmness.  Pedal should not depress to the floorboards.  Pedal should return promptly once released.
	

	Steering Wheel
	No free play in steering action, i.e., when you turn the wheel either direction the wheels move without delay.  Uncommon in cars made in the last 10-15 years.
	

	Seats
	Seats are firmly secure.  NO loose bolts, cracked frames, cannot wiggle seats on their frames.

	Battery Mounting
	Battery is secure with metal or original hardware.  Must be “positive pull protected”.
	

	Brake fluid in normal range
	Brake fluid level in the reservoir is at manufacturer’s recommended level.  Reservoir cap is secure.  Fluid is clear or is the same color as new fluid. No leaks.
	

	Spare tire and tools secure
	Spare tire and tools must be fully secured
	

	No fluid leaks
	No obvious oil, coolant, brake fluid, transmission or other fluids leaks
	

	Throttle return spring
	The inspectors will look at the throttle return spring in your engine compartment.  There should be no binding or sticking in operation.  Not applicable to cars with e-throttle.
	

	General condition and security
	Loose or frayed wiring, any loose parts, cracked hoses or belts.

	 Muffler
	Adequate soundproofing.  No excessively loud cars.
	

	General condition and security
	No loose body parts, significant rust, broken glass, cracked glass, or other conditions causing major safety concerns.  Driver’s window must be operable.
	

	Gas Cap
	Securely tightened
	

	
	
	

	Wheels and tires:
	
	

	
	
	

	Tread depth and condition
	No visible cord, bubbles, separated tread, cracks, etc.  Tire tread should be above the minimum tread depth as designated by the manufacturer’s wear bars.
	

	Tire Inflation
	Make sure your tires are inflated within the manufacturer’s specified ranges.  It is generally better to inflate your tires to the maximum cold pressure, as this will give you sharper steering response.  You can change the air pressure at the event if necessary. 
	

	Lug nut torque
	All lug nuts tightened to specification
	

	Wheels
	No visible cracks or structural faults.  “Curb rash” and minor abrasions are ok.
	

	No loose wheel covers
	Remove plastic wheel covers unless bolted on.
	

	Wheel Bearings
	The inspectors will grab the top of each tire while facing the side of the car and apply pressure back and forth.  There should be little or no movement of the wheel on the wheel hub.  Wheel bearing “play” is an unusual condition that is more prevalent in high mileage or older vehicles.
	


Clothing – Wear comfortable clothing made of natural fiber. Clothing made of nylon or similar flammable synthetic materials is not permissable because these fabrics can melt into the skin when exposed to a fire. 
Shoes should be closed toe, have low or no heels, and be flexible. Shoes with lugged soles are strongly discouraged.  You want to be able to feel the sensations coming through the pedals to help you with car control and smoothness.
